Creative Solutions for Elderly  

Yield Seekers 
 
In the fixed income arena, we all know there is little return investing 

in short maturing securities right now and most investors are 

hesitant to look out too far at purchasing higher yielding bonds for 

fear of rising rates.  However, for elderly people who are looking for 

higher current income and who don’t anticipate the need to tap into 

the principal of a bond, there is a less widely known feature called a 

“Death Put” or “Estate Feature” of certain bonds that make it an 

attractive option to purchasing a long-dated bond while providing 

downside protection.  Bonds that offer a “put” feature are becoming 

an increasingly popular option for bondholders who anticipate 

transferring the bonds to their beneficiaries or estate.   

 

So what does a ñDeath Putò do?   

If a bondholder dies prior to the bond reaching maturity, a 

“survivor’s option” lets the beneficiary “put” the bond back to the 

bond issuer AT FACE VALUE.  This can be a much better choice 

than keeping the bond until maturity or selling it in the market if 

your beneficiaries inherit the bond from you; especially if they don’t 

need the income or would like to immediately liquidate the bond to 

cover expenses or reinvest at higher rates. 

 

The right product for the right situation.  

If you look at the current interest rate environment, this type of 

product is very attractive.  If rates go up, newly issued bonds are 

likely to decline in value. If your estate needs to sell the bond prior 

to maturity, they may have to take a loss.  With a survivor option, 

the estate will be able to redeem the bond AT FACE VALUE even 

if it’s trading at a deep discount to the market.  This type of feature 

provides a dual benefit to both owner and beneficiary by: 1) 

allowing the bond holder to earn a much higher yield by investing 

further out on the yield curve and; 2) by limiting the beneficiary’s 

downside price risk in the form of a minimum liquidation value on 

the bonds.  The trade off for this feature is typically worked into the 

price of the bond in the form of a reduced yield on the security.  

Certain other limitations may apply.

Enjoy the thrill and excitement of the 2012 National 
Balloon Classic held annually in Indianola, Iowa. This 
Balloon Classic is the second oldest and second largest, 
9-day hot air balloon festival in the United States. This 
hot-air balloon race and competition began in 1970 as 
the first U.S. National Championship in ballooning.   
 
We plan to arrive in Indianola at the Crouse Café just in 
time for lunch. The Café has been a family-owned 
restaurant since 1946, with its recent notoriety 
stemming from Rhonda’s Homemade Pies. Her cherry 
pie was named in the Des Moines Register as one of 
the “100 Things to Eat in Iowa before You Die.”  
 

Following lunch we will arrive on the site of the National Balloon Classic.  Here you 
will have plenty of time to view the balloons, enjoy entertainment, patronize 
vendors, and even take a balloon ride yourself! On the Fly Inc will be offering flights 
for those who want to experience the thrill first hand. Their pilots have many years of 
commercial ride experience and will make your flight across Warren County a 

memorable one. Space is limited on these flights, so if you are interested contact Sue for assistance with your 
reservation. Cost for the balloon ride is $175.00 per person.  

The night flights begin around 6:30 p.m. and later. One by one the 
balloons fill with hot air and take off into the night sky. The wind 
direction determines the type of eye appeal the flights will have. 
Sometimes the balloons will fly right over the heads of the audience. 

Later into the evening we will be dazzled with the fiery spectacle of a 
"night glow". During the night glow the pilots of up to one hundred foot 
tall balloons fire up their burners in unison to heighten the bright 
effects in the darkness. At the National Balloon Classic the crowd shouts

Do you know how hot-air balloons work? 

Balloons are aerostats, meaning they are lighter than air when inflated. The pilot of the balloon has control 
of the altitude (how high or low the balloon flies) and can alter the course by finding an air mass going in a 
slightly different direction. Hot air balloons use ordinary air as the lifting gas. By heating the air inside the 
balloon, the pilot makes that air lighter than the outside air, and the balloon rises. As the internal air cools, 
the balloon becomes heavier and descends unless the pilot adds more heat.
